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Welcome Home Serves Local Veterans

Tim Rich is the Executive Director of Welcome Home, Inc. He
spoke to members about the non-profit organization.

Welcome Home, Inc. was
founded in 1992 by a group
of Vietnam veterans who
were troubled by the large
number of veterans who
were becoming homeless.
After pooling their funds,
they were able to purchase
a facility that was formerly
a local motel. Since that
time, the organization has
evolved from being just a
shelter to a transitional living facility which provides
emergency shelter, food, a clean and stable living environment
that also provides programs and counseling for veterans. Their
mantra is Honoring Veterans — Restoring Lives.

Recently, a new Welcome Home facility was dedicated. The
new facility provides 32 transitional housing rooms for
homeless veterans. This modern facility has ADA-accessibility
and is fully equipped to handle families, if necessary.

Tim spoke of local partners who had assisted Welcome Home
with their needs. Specifically, he recognized Veterans United,
the Columbia Housing Authority and the VA Hospital for their
efforts.

National statistics indicate that one-third
of the homeless population are veterans.
In Missouri, there is a 7.5%
unemployment rate for veterans. Itis
estimated that there are over 600
homeless veterans in our state.

Welcome Home, Inc. has served over 161 veterans since 2010.
Over 15,050 bed nights have been occupied by homeless
veterans. Impressively, 95% of veterans attained, or
maintained, housing after participation in the local program.
The average length of stay at Welcome Home was 90 days.
