COYOTE HILL HELPS CHILDREN IN NEED 
 
Coyote Hill Christian Children’s Home has been providing a professional, yet 
traditional family home for abused and neglected children in mid-Missouri 
since 1991.  Larry McDaniel is the Executive Director for the organization, 
and Kelly Myers serves as their Development Director. 
 
Coyote Hill is located on 200 acres just north of Columbia.  Several homes 
are on the property, and about 50 children are served each year.  The  
homes provide long-term stability for children and siblings until they can be 
permanently placed, either through reunification with their biological parents 
or adoption. The average stay of a child is a year and a half. 
 
Children at the homes receive the care of home parents who are available 
24/7 to assist them.  Children learn life skills and living skills that will benefit 
them as they grow into adulthood.   
 
Some of the fun activities at the  
property include: 

� A 14 stall, indoor riding  
arena 

� Two lakes, one with a  
swimming beach 

� Playgrounds at each home 
� A ball field 
� A campsite 
� Riding trails
